There’s a lot happening at your local library. Did you know September
2oth was National Voter Registration Day? Even though it has passed,
you can register to vote anytime up to the 21st calendar day before an
election to be eligible to vote in that election. We have forms and com-
puters available at all branches for paper and online registration options.

Did you know that September is Library Card Sign-up Month? It's never too late to get yours. If you don't
have your card yet and you live anywhere in Tillamook County, you can stop by any branch and sign up for a
free card. Having a library card provides access to so many materials and services that it is impossible to list
them all here. This quote attributed to Laura Bush sums it up well, “I have found the most valuable thing in
my wallet is my library card.”

In October, the Garibaldi and Bay City Branch Libraries will again be
partnering with Oregon Department of Fish & Wildlife STEP (Salmon-Trout
Enhancement Program) to hatch and release the salmon fry. Come into the
library during October and November to see the baby salmon grow from
eggs, to alevins, to fry, and learn about the life cycle of salmon. Kids will get
the opportunity to observe and record the progress of the eggs and sign up
to help release them!

In addition to special programs like the salmon release, the Garibaldi Branch
Library also hosts regular story times for kids every Friday at 3:00 pm, and
game days for all ages every Saturday at 2:00 pm. Regular branch hours are
Tuesday-Friday 10:00am — 6:00 pm and Saturday from 10:00 am — 5:00 pm.

Garibaldi Food Pantry

The Food Pantry, behind God’s Lighthouse Church on 8th street and Highway 101, is normally open on the
second and fourth Fridays each month (depending on the holidays, especially during November and Decem-
ber). September pantry days are scheduled for the gth and 23rd from 10:00 a.m. until noon.

In August there was a significant increase in the number of families utilizing this facility. It serves people from
Rockaway Beach, Garibaldi, and Bay City to Idaville. We have all noticed the supply chain issues, emptier
shelves and increased prices at the grocery store, and the same is true for the pantry. Our local librarian, June
Ekborg, has volunteered to have a collection box at the library and there will be one at city council meetings.

The Garibaldi Bay Market also has a collection box. Please consider donating unopened, non-perishable, cur-
rent dated food items. Pet food and non-perishables are also appreciated (like toothbrushes, toothpaste,
soap, paper products). Monetary donations may be made to God's Lighthouse Church at P.O. Box 525 in Gari-
baldi.

5-Year Local Option Levy to Fund Paid Fire Personnel

Question: Shall the City of Garibaldi impose a 5-year Levy to fund paid Fire Department

Personnel beginning FY2023-2024? This measure may cause property taxes to increase more
than three percent.

Summary: |If passed, the City of Garibaldi would impose a 5-year Optional Levy to fund
paid Fire Department Personnel at the rate of $1.35 per 1,000 assessed value. This 5-year Levy
would generate a total of $873,111.60. The City would use this tax revenue to retain its
current paid Fire Chief, Division Chief and Seasonal Summer Firefighter(s). Without this tax
revenue, the City will not be able to employ Paid Fire Department Personnel and will instead
operate with volunteers only. The estimated funds generated by this tax levy annually would
be FY23-24 $161,200; FY24-25 $167,648; FY 25-26 $174,353; FY26-27 $181,328; and FY27-28
$188,581. The estimated tax cost for this measure is an ESTIMATE ONLY based on the best
information available from the county assessor at the time of estimate and may reflect the
impact of early payment discounts, compression and the collection rate.

As summer draws to an end, the Port is preparing for the Fall fishing sea-
son. A few of our upcoming projects will be a rehabilitation of our main pub-
lic restroom and a remodel of our fish cleaning station. With the ever-
increasing usage of both facilities the time has come. We have known for
years that we were out growing the current fish cleaning station; however,
this current tuna season has seen a much higher than usual usage and keep-
ing it maintained has been challenging. As we move forward with securing
funding and design, we welcome any suggestions from the public.

Also, the South Jetty project is still moving forward. The Us Army Corps of
Engineers (USACE) has put the project out to bid and are hoping to award a
contract by November. The Port is continuing to work with the USACE to get
the bar and entrance dredged and the establish a deeper channel to help
reduce the hazards from breaking surf and to allow the US Coast Guard to
properly mark the channel.
